· Contact Luke Approach 120.5 before commencing the approach.  Mandated by NOTAM

· Don’t mention the approach to DVT.  They are a VFR tower and cannot authorize the approach.  The request will be denied.

· Just call a straight-in and you’ll be ok.

· NOTE: Luke is using 3 instead of 21 due to runway construction so the Luke traffic shouldn’t be as much of a concern as when they are landing 3.

David Ammon (Turf)

· Spoke of ads in the area of turf that are grandfathered in.

· The application for a 10-yr lease is started

· Turf is the only sport airport in Maricopa County

· Trying to get Turf back onto the City of Peoria’s Master Plan

· Please support Turf

James Berry (PAUWG)

· Changes are designed to protect the 121 carriers

· GA is being represented in the changes

· Working on how to waiver the gliders which would be underneath the Mode C veil

· Bravo will expand more to the east/west, but give back to the north/south

Jim Pitman mentioned calls still coming in on low-flying aircraft.

Harold Sharp (DVT tower)

· Paperwork has been submitted rules that would limit midfield takeoffs in the future.  Cuts down on controller workload.

· Waiver is in process to use “Taxi into position and hold”.  At some airports they are not allowing a/c to position and hold, instead only allowing a/c to take the runway when cleared for takeoff.

· Use  correct phraseology when calling at the hold short line

· Some instances of pilots taking the runway after reading back a specific hold-short clearance.

Jim Pitman: Dedicated practice area frequency

· Dead in the water, more or less

· Continue to use 122.75 (north) and 122.85 (south)

New Business:

Deer Valley Tower (Harold Sharp)

· Deer Valley One departure procedure

· After 2 years, it has been published – incorrectly.

· Verbiage gives pilot option to turn prematurely into the 3000’ traffic pattern altitude (for twins).

· Pilots should continue to climb NW to 4000’, then left turn back to the PXR VOR – ignore the “OR” portion of the DP.

· New Tower

· Construction underway, should be done by August, 2006

· Tower should begin operation by mid-2007

· North Valley Radar

· Possibly ready by November, 2007.  Will help the IFR departures from DVT and SDL

Deer Valley wait times (James Berry)
· Wait times at the hold line are excessive, up to 15 minutes for VFR

· Pilots should report wait times to James or AFTW via email

SATR (Special Air Traffic Rules) for Luke

· Looking to mandate contact with Luke RAPCON when working in the vicinity of Luke Air Force base

· Creation of the SATR is underway.

· May possibly push the VFR fly routes a little more north

Mobile runway operations (John Puster, ATCA)
· Mobile is in the SW practice area (Rainbow Valley) south/west of the Estrella mountains

· The E-W runway has an ILS that is constantly in use by Lufthansa’s training aircraft. 

· Aircraft in that area and especially to the west should monitor 130.47, which is Lufthansa’s frequency for that field.

· Usage will increase due to more Oxford training aircraft.

· They do spins 7000’ and below in Rainbow Valley.  Look out!

Gila Bend

· Starting jump operations.  Use caution when in the vicinity of GBN.

KCKY radio beacon / Homemade approaches to P08
· There is a ‘bootleg’ NDB approach into Coolidge using KCKY’s antenna

· Users of the approach should monitor the Coolidge frequency

· The hold over KCKY is left turns so be cautious when in the vicinity.

Localizer Backcourse at Casa Grande

· Another homemade “bootleg” approach is the LOC-BC 23 at CGZ

· It contains an arc that starts north of the field at about 14 DME, then arcs to the final approach course (230 degrees).

· Use the Casa Grande CTAF frequency.  

· Be aware of aircraft executing the ILS DME 5 practice approach.

More DVT tower comments

· When calling, please include the TYPE and tail number, not just N#

· Ex: “Skyhawk N12345” 

· When clearing a runway, tell Ground controller WHERE you are, not just “clear of the active”.  DVT has 2 actives and multiple taxiways.

· They have tours and meetings at the PHX tracon

· Come and represent your school

Gateway Runway Construction

· Late-2005 and early-2006, there will be work on multiple runways, which will significantly impact practice approaches.

· IWA tower was the 44th busiest tower in 2005.

· When runway 12 is in use, NO approaches will be authorized

· When runway 30 is in use, LIMITED approaches will be auth’d

· Landing on 30C?  Long landings are authorized in order to get off the runway ahead of the following aircraft. 

· Exit 30C at taxiway K and pull ahead far enough to let another plane in behind you, if necessary

· Also, K is wide so please move off to the right when exiting to allow departing aircraft access to take 30C for departure.

· 120.6 is THE approach for ALL approaches for now.

· NO special permission is needed to cross 12R/30L while it is under construction.  

· 30C is closing in January for 60-90 days.  Check NOTAM’s

· Alternatives for practice ILS approaches could be:

· Phoenix Sky Harbor after midnight – 2am is better for them.

· Prescott has the ILS 21

· Casa Grande is busy, but is always an option.  

· Contact Luke RAPCON for the AUX-1 ILS, which is immediately north of the White Tank mountains.  It is typically in use during the week by F-16’s, but is most always available on the weekends.
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
