Segway For Workgroup

By developing a workgroup and identifying agenda items, creating a decision-making process to develop solutions, etc., we will increase safety and decrease accidents/incidents.  Additionally, we will meet one another and develop a working relationship.

Mechanics of Establishment

· Buy in – Yes or No.  This is a decision each member needs to make.

· Norms – We discussed what norms will be used in future meetings (i.e. no verbal attacks, no sidebars, 10 minute break each hour of meeting, silence = consensus)

· Order of business – Identify items first and then make a decision.

· How often will be meet?  It was decided that a monthly meeting would take place.

· How long will we meet?  We will begin with a 2-hour meeting and adjust as needed.

· Where will we meet?  We decided to rotate meeting places among the different flight schools and the FSDO.  Members can volunteer to host future meetings at their location.

· Membership – Members will be limited to aviation leaders who have a direct interest in the safety of flight training in AZ.
