Agenda Items

The first agenda item was addressed from ATCA’s Matt Miller, concerning increased communication at Casa Grande and how to distribute the information, as well as having a warning installed don the Casa Grande airport’s AWOS. Greg Schmidt was not present at the meeting and Matt Miller was substituting in his place. 

Mr. Miller explained that an “ok” was still being sought by Gordon Henrie in order to publish the procedures around Casa Grande. It was also agreed that sending input to the document to finalize it was in order.  Further clarification and progress of this item will be discussed at the next meeting. 

The second agenda item was addressed from Jim Pitman of Westwind School of Aeronautics. Mr. Pitman demonstrated the Arizona’s Flight Training Workgroups Website. He explained that the workgroup was able to receive a large discount of registering the domain name of, www.aftw.org, with an annual price of, $8.95. The design of the web site was from Mr. Pitman for which all present at the meeting agreed his work was very commendable and well done. Subtle changes were suggested to the website in which he said he would work on. Further input was requested by Mr. Pitman and changes would be announced.  

The third agenda item addressed concerned the Practice area description on the sectional chart. It was agreed that for at least 90 days the common air-to-air frequency would be 122.75 to the North of the Phoenix valley, and 122.85 for the Southern area. The dividing line would be I-10 and Interstate 60.  Work on this agenda item will be forthcoming, and flight schools should send their practice area to David Boles of Pan-Am. 

The fourth agenda item addressed was presented by Mike Halloran of the FAA, which involved information and input from local Air Traffic Control. Mr. Halloran passed out messages that were received from solicitations on the subject. The floor was given to the following air traffic controllers who gave their input on questions posed from the AFTW members; Dean Edmonds tower manager of DVT, Scott Brett  tower manager of SDL, Steve Wyloge from PHX TRACON, Mike Roundtree from FFZ tower. After gathering all input concerning this agenda item, Mike Halloran will assemble a document that will be sent out to all ATC facilities throughout the Phoenix valley describing the groups agreed upon best practices. Included with the letter will be an invitation for any/all ATC facility members to “ride-along” on a training flight to see what it is like for the pilots to navigate around and through the Class B & D airspace. 

A fifth agenda item that was brought up was a presentation by Mr. Steve Wyloge who talked about the new VFR waypoints that were going to appear on the Phoenix, Class B chart. The presentation was further supplemented by copies of the presentation on CD disk to further spread the word to flight instructors at their facility.

The sixth agenda item was from Mr. Rhuno Nelson of the Scottsdale FSDO. He passed out 2 bulletins that were from the DPE advisory board. These two documents described the need, and details, of having original aircraft logs in order to determine the airworthiness of the aircraft that is going to be used on the test. Mr. Nelson explained that this is a requirement before any flight check be performed by any DPE, and that Flight Standards is supporting the DPE Boards decision. 

With the following agenda items address and acted upon the meeting was concluded and adjourned at 11:34.
