· Email from Fred Gibbs, APA Safety Program Director, regarding concerns about performing simulated engine failures at low altitude near residential areas – This appears to be an issue between the Cottonwood airport manager and Embry Riddle.   The FAA and designated examiner group have already been involved.  The group feels that there is nothing further that the AFTW can do to resolve the issues.

· New Deer Valley Airport Safety/Security Action Team (DSAT) – Announced as a new team formed to share ideas and solve problems related to safety and security at Deer Valley Airport.  The team had a successful first meeting on September 11, 2003 and will continue to meet monthly.  Appropriate issues will be correlated with the AFTW.
